WE, SULMAN bin HAMAD AL KHALIFA, Ruler of Bahrain and its
Dependencies, do this Twentyfirst day of Rabi Al-Thani 1381 corres-
ponding to the First day of October 1961, order the enactment of the
following Ordinance:-

THE BAHRAIN PRIVATE EDUCATION ORDINANCE, 1961.

Short title ; ; .
and ¥ i This Ordinance may be cited as"The Bahrain
Commencement Private Education Ordinance 1961" and shall come
into force one month after the date of its
publication in the Official Gazette.

Interpretation 2. In this Ordinance, unless the context otherwise
requiress=-

"Council of Education and Instruction'" means
the Council of Education and Instruction appointed
by the Ruler,

"Government" means Government of Bahrain.

"Inspector" means any education officer duly
authorised by the Council of Education and
Instruction to be an inspector or inspectress of
private schools for the purposes of the Ordinance,
and shall include the Director General of Education
and Instruction, the Director of Male Education and
the Directress of Female Education.

"Owner of a Private School" means the person or
persons directly responsible for the maintenance of
a private school and if such person or persons is or
are not resident in Bahrain or its Dependencies
' ’ means the person or persons acting on his or their
behalf,

"Private School" means a school which receives
no assistance from Government funds and which admits
pupils more than five years of age but not more than
18 years of age subject to the jurisdiction of the
Ruler but shall not include any institution or
assembly conducted by any commercial organisation
exclusively for its employees for the purpose of
giving such employees only such instruction as is
hecessary for their technical or industrial
training provided that any such instruction shall
not be contradictory to the nationalism of the
country oY its religious teachings.

"School" means an institution or assembly in

which not less than ten pupils receive regular
academic instruction.
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Duties of 3 It shall be the duty of the owner of any
Private Schools private school in Bahrain or its Dependencies -

(a) On the 31st day of December in each
year to render to the Council of
Education and Instruction a return
in the form set out in the First
Schedule to this Ordinance.

(b) to ensure that the school is properly
conducted and provided with a
curriculum including in particular:-

(1) that Arabic shall be taught as
a basic language to those pupils
subject to the jurisdiction of
the Ruler at the date of
promulgation of this Ordinance,
and to such other classes of
pupils as may be agreed from
time to time between Her
Majesty's Government in the
United Kingdom and the Ruler;

(ii) that the Islamic religion shall
be taught to Muslim pupils;

(iii) that the history and geography
of Bahrain and its Dependencies
shall be taught.

Provided that these subjects shall, in the case
of pupils subject to the Jjurisdiction of the Ruler at
the date of the promulgation of this Ordinance and in
the case of such other classes of pupils as may be
agreed from time to time between Her Majesty's
Government in the United Kingdom and the Ruler, be
taught through the medium of Arabic, and in accordance
with the syllabuses of the Department of Education
and Instruction of the Government,

Inspection 4. (1) The Council of Education and Instruction or
an inspector may at any reasonable time without
notice visit and inspect any private school and such
of its records as are required by the Council of
Education and Instruction including accounts,
provided that in the case of female schools the
inspector shall be a woman.

(2) 1If it appears to the Council of Education
and Instruction on the report of an inspector oY from
their own inspection that any of the provisions of
Section 3 have not been complied with or that a
private school is conducted in a manner which is
contrary to law or which is in the opinion of the
Council calculated to be detrimental to the
physical, mental, moral or religious welfare of the
pupils attending thereat, they may give notice to
the owner ordering compliance with the said
provision or provisions or such alteration in the
structure of the premises or the conduct of the
school as they may think necessary to be made
within a time fixed by such order, and if the same
be not complied with or made to their satisfaction

within the time prescribed, they may make a
complaint to the appropriate Court which, after
hearing both parties, may make an order requiring
the owner to comply with all or any of the
requirements of the notice within a time to be
specified in such order, or may order that the
school shall be closed., The Council of Education
and Instruction shall have a right to be -
represented on the hearing of such complaint by
any person duly authorised by them in writing in
that behalf,

(3) Any person who -

(a) shall wilfully obstruct or hinder . -.

the Council of Education and
Instruction or any other person
in the lawful exercise of the
powers conferred by this Section;
or

(b) shall fail to comply with a court
order made under sub-section (2)
of this Section;

shall be guilty of an offence and shall be liable
on conviction to a fine not exceeding Rs.500 and
for each day subsequent to a conviction as afore«
said during which such an offence as is referred

to in this sub-section may continue to be committed
shall be liable to pay a further fine not

exceeding Rs.50 per day.

5. (1) No private school shall after the coming
into force of this Ordinance be established with-
out the prior consent in writing of the Government.
Any person or body of persons acting in
contravention of this sub-section shall be liable
on conviction to a fine not exceeding Rs.1000/2.

(2) Every application for the establishment
of a private school shall be made in the form
prescribed in the Second Schedule to this
Ordinance,

(3) The Government may in its discretion
refuse any such application if it appears to it
that there is good and sufficient reason for so
doing.

6, (1) Any person who signs a return under
Section 3 (a) or an application under Section 5
(2) hereof which is to hisknowledge false in a
material particular shall on convietion be liable
to a fine not exceeding Rs.l1l000 for a first
offence and not exceeding Rs.2000 for a
subsequent offence.

(2) Any person or body of persons who fails
to comply with the provisions of Section 3 (a)
hereof shall on conviction be liable to a fine
not exceeding Rs,10 for every day after the first
fourteen during which a return should have been
submitted. In the case of a subsequent offence
the fine may be doubled.

7. Any person or body of persons who aids, abets,
counsels or procures the commisgion of any offence
under this Ordinance shall be liablé to be tried
and punished as a principal offender;

8. The Council of Education and Instruction may,
with the approval of the Ruler, from time to time
make regulations geherally for the better carrying
out of the objects of tHis Ordinance.
